A recent Wilder Research study estimates that at least
9,200 people are homeless in Minnesota each night.
Children with their parents and unaccompanied youth (age
11-21) account for 45% of those homeless.

The GHomeless Emergency Assistance and Rapid Transition
to Housing (HEARTH) ActO reauthorizes the McKinney-
Vento Homeless Assistance Programs, increasing available
federal dollars for homelessness programs for Minnesota.

Many communities must deny services to people
experiencing homelessness due to HUD® restrictive
definition of homelessness. The HEARTH Act aligns HUD®
definition with the more inclusive definition used by other
federal agencies. People forced to live in double-up
situations or in motels due to lack of adequate options and
unaccompanied youth living with a sexual predator would
beincluded.

The HEARTH Act also promotes a continuum of housing
and services to address homelessness on a community level.
Local communities are allowed to prioritize housing and
service initiatives based on their unique demonstrated
needs.

Minnesota needs the important services that
HEARTH helps provide to end homelessness in
our state.
